Request for Information for Lead Nonprofit Organization:
The Promise Neighborhood Initiative is an Obama administration initiative to replicate the Harlem Children’s Zone nonprofit model in 20 cities across the country. A community collaborative has been formed in Austin that is focused on the St John Neighborhood.

In anticipation of the release of the federal grant application, The Promise Neighborhoods – Austin initiative is seeking requests for information from organizations that are interested in serving as the lead nonprofit organization for the initiative.
While the full extent of the details of the lead nonprofit will not be determined until the federal grant application is released, the following are minimum qualifications:
1. Must be a registered 501(c)3 
2. Must have the support of the organization’s leadership

3. Must have experience administering and managing large federal grants

4. Must have infrastructure capacity to prioritize Promise Neighborhoods initiative
5. Must have a demonstrated ability to work in multi-agency collaborations

6. Must be willing to assist in the raising, managing, and stewardship of funds for the project

7. Must not have significant audit findings in the last 3 years or outstanding litigation that would prohibit the ability to enter into a federal contract

The Initiative’s Steering Committee will make a determination either based on the RFI’s received or on a more comprehensive RFP. Applicants may be contacted with requests for additional information.
